C. Moved to have Glenn Petersen discuss issue of students who transferred into Winona, status of USP.  WSU entering freshman is held to different standard than transfer student.  Administratively becomes difficult to determine the student’s primary major.  Possible response-if student meets USP, regardless of major, that counts as meeting USP.  Appears this meets the intent of USP per JPaul Johnson, Glenn Petersen and Lori Beseler.   Glenn would like this to be discussed and considered by A2C2.  Student would not have to do anything.  DARS would be set up so that if a student has multiple majors, student is considered to have satisfied USP if they meet USP for any of their majors.  This results in students being treated equitably, whether they started at WSU, transfer in or transfer out.  Richard Shields/Thompson makes a motion that if a student satisfies USP for one major then they satisfy it for the degree.  Motion carries.
