A. USP Course Substitution Requests- no A2C2 action required, updates-USP Development, Implementation, Assessment Report completed.  Assessment committees are reviewing student learning in Arts & Sciences.  Will review data this year.  Course expiration and renewal process started.   Expecting proposals for flag and USP courses, and course substitution requests, 5 already on agenda, a lot of inquiries received.

X. Old Business:

A. Online Committee Discussion- Brian:  TCF form covers input of ‘online’ courses into MnSCU ISRS system.

Glenn:  MnSCU online definitions…is not same as WSU definition

MnSCU online- at first no physical meeting, switched to one or two physical meetings, Rochester has slightly different issues.

ITV course issues, students register through Rochester and pay less tutition…registrar needs to watch for this…

Open registration question, who registers when? Non matriculated students

Ruth Charles:  What about TCF form, what is benefit, if any of the code 10, web supplemented, when a lot of WSU faculty use BlackBoard, D2L or the web.  Glenn:  could be important if MnSCU gives grants based on this.

In effect, most faculty are not doing this right now.

Need to worry about course repeats if online/physical courses are not set up to be the ‘same course’ either by course number or section, very difficult to monitor individual course sections

A2C2 subcommittee on OEC should make recommendation for using TCF, then discuss how to proceed with new course/revised courses

Will need to modify Reg 3-4 to accommodate online delivery, or do something similar

CPPS needs consistency in course evaluation

Some schools break out online when it comes to a separate degree program

XI. New Business:

A. Other-MnSCU new or revised PROGRAM, submitter of documents to A2C2/CPPS need to complete the Program redesign or new program application for MnSCU.  Glenn explained history of course library and DARS.  March 2006 MnSCU now uses the academic program office, and only MnSCU approved degrees can now be awarded.  MnSCU backed off implementation until July, 2006.  Causing problem, cannot grant some WSU degrees until info has been loaded into the system.
Minors are not affected, they are locally controlled.

B. A2C2 form changes-Ann presented and discussed revised form used for Reg3-4, Revised Program and New Programs form .  Suggested tabling this until A2C2 subcommittee reports.  m/s Hein/Juaire, motion passes unanimously.
C. Pat Paulson Calendar notification- A2C2 members approved sending Outlook meeting notices to all committee members.
D. Program Inventory- options and emphasis, ISRS is not totally compatible with MnSCUs Academic Program Office.

E. Course additions-Putting new elective courses in a major effective Fall and forward, not going back to old majors.  If a department wants a new course to be listed as an elective in old catalogs, can we put them in DARS in older catalogs (Electronic catalogs and DARS) with just and email from the department or would some paperwork need to go through A2C2?
Benefit is that you can eliminate a lot of course substitution forms by putting the approved ‘rule’ into DARS.
Can this be added to the notification process (Reg 3-4 and others?) so that it can be handled by the individual department, and not tie up A2C2 or its subcommittees?
Motion that notification form be adjusted to adopt this Malone/Juaire-
discussion:  does it need to go through the committee at all?  Can this be handled by the individual department.  Doing this puts it into a single, unified paperwork stream.  Registrar’s office sees it as a program changed, and it is also archived in the A2C2 minutes.  Motion passes unanimously.
