A. Online Committee Report-m/s Bosworth/Aldrich to delay further reports until the subcommittee has recommendations for A2C2 full committee to vote on.
B. Cross Listed Course Committee Report by Ron Elcombe, chair, Ruth Charles, Richard Shields, Sharon Mansur, Juan Fernandez-Iglesias members.  Courses causing problems are those that involve USP, when one course is listed as USP, other is not.  So far only one course is in this category.  Proposed policy would not affect cross listed courses not in USP, and would still promote interdisciplinary courses.  Both listings must go through USP and be listed in the same USP category.  USP is being asked to review the policy and provide comments or action before A2C2 votes.  Issue:  do not want any individual USP course to be listed in more than one category.  USP policies do not allow exceptions, discussion as to whether exceptions should be allowed as the situation changes in the future.  Travel study courses may be on the increase and may impact any cross-listed course policy.  Cross listed course definition does not include two courses taught by two different faculty, such as some of the River courses.  Recommendation is to have USS review the proposed policy and then have USS bring the proposed policy back to A2C2. The proposed policy is “No USS courses can be crosslisted unless each course has been separately approved by USS.”  Subcommittee recommendation passes unanimously, no discussion.
