I. Call to Order-the meeting was called to order by Chair Anne Rethlefsen at 3:35pm

VI. Course & Program Proposal Subcommittee Report: Ed Thompson—from February 7, 2007. A report was provided at the meeting by Chris Malone.  Eng 423 recommend for approval,  subcommittee recommendation to approve accepted unanimously.
VII. University Studies Subcommittee Report, J. Paul Johnson – from February 7, 2007. 

ASSESSMENT.  USS requests FA Committee on Committees to issue a call for faculty to participate on area assessment committees in the USP area of Unity and Diversity.  Committee membership should, to the extent possible, involve faculty from each college.  J Paul Johnson will provide A2C2 chair and secretary an email with all the details, which will be sent to all A2C2 members.
As per the schedule of the approved University Studies Program Assessment Plan, USS asks for FA Committee on Committees to place a call for faculty to participate on four area assessment committees, each representing an area of the University Studies Program.  Each committee should be comprised of faculty teaching courses in the area, with representation from the various colleges when and where possible.
 

Each committee's charge will be to examine the respective area and deliver a report on student learning to the USS by June 1, 2008.  Committee members will elect a chairperson responsible for delivery of the report; administration has in the past agreed to compensate chairpersons with reassigned time for this initiative.
 

The four committee areas are as follows:
1. Critical Analysis (5 faculty)
2. Science and Social Policy (5 faculty)
3. Global / Multicultural Perspectives (5 faculty) 
4. Contemporary Citizenship / Democratic Institutions (5 faculty)

3.  COURSE SUBSTITUTION REQUESTS.  USS recommends approval of the following:

· THAD 153, Jazz Dance I (1), WSU, for Basic Skills: Physical Development and Wellness, Erica Eischen.  
Students followed the course catalog requirements, USS recommendation was unanimously accepted by A2C2.
VIII. Notifications: None
IX. Old Business:

A. Student Grading and Data Privacy Law Other: WSU conforms to State and Federal Law in regard to this matter.  Chair investigated and found that WSU complies with state and federal law, and A2C2 does not need to investigate further.  It was noted that posting of grades in such a manner that a student can determine anothers grade in a course could be a violation of federal law.  If you have questions, please contact Tess Kruger.
B. Updating Regulation 3-4- A handout of the proposed changes to Regulation 3-4 was passed out for discussion.
Chair presented a new “Regulation 3-4 Change Approval Form” which is proposed as a way to track the approval of changes to Regulation 3-4 and to capture comments.  Administration will not accept any changes to Regulation 3-4 until the change approval form is in place.  Eventually these Regulations Change Approval Forms will be implemented for all University Regulations.
Discussion item 1:  the way the change approval form is routed, if the administration disapproves, the form is routed directly to A2C2 and bypasses the Meet and Confer process, and the senate.   Propose changing the wording under VPAA and President to:
“In the case of a recommendation to disapprove the proposal, a written rationale of the specific areas of concern will be provided through Meet and Confer to the Faculty Senate, with a copy to A2C2.”

Discussion item 2:  Motion made to remove wording “requiring A2C2 to be notified of disapproval “should be removed from the Faculty senate signature block.  This change was unanimously approved by the committee.

Item 3:  Strike the language from the President signature block.  “Please forward to Registrar for notification’ because it is redundant.

Motion to accept all three changes- m/s Malone/Boseker, motion passes unanimously.

Showed pending changes to the body of Regulation 3-4 itself.  They have been approved by A2C2 and Senate.  Administration wants to have the Regulation 3-4 Change Approval Form in place.
