I. Call to Order-the meeting was called to order at 3:33 pm by chair Ann Rethlefsen.

III. Approval of Minutes: February 13, 2008.   m/s Thompson/Allard to approve minutes , no discussion, minutes adopted unanimously.
IV. Chair’s Report: REMINDER: 
A. The last day to submit new/revised course or program proposals to me is March 26th. This is the only way they can get to CPPS and back to A2C2 before the end of our year.  April 2nd CPPS will go to A2C2 April 9th (last meeting of the year), and not to CPPS until the fall semester.

VIII. Old Business:
A. College of Business: Senate has sent this issue back to us again
1. The committee that is reworking Reg. 3-4 will also report at this time

2.  We will review the issue again

3.  Mark Young addressed A2C2.  See attached summary, “Proposal to modify WSU Regulation 3-4; Policy for Changing the Curriculum”  Curriculum can come from other sources besides departments.  This is detailed in MnSCU Education Policies 3.36 Instructions.
CPPS has never considered a proposal that did not have the college Dean’s approval.  But Reg 3-4 does not explicitly need to have Dean’s  approval.  This may need to be reviewed.   Reg 3-4 also required on page 2, D.5., “Any department or other University unit that objects to the curriculum proposal must present a written statement of their position (with copies for each subcommittee member) at the A2C2 Course and Program Proposal Subcommittee meeting and may send a representative to the meeting to explain the objection.  If conflicts between university units are not resolved to the subcommittee’s satisfaction, the proposal will be postponed until resolved.”

CPPS has seen course proposals that have been approved by the department but not the department chair.

It was asked that the A2C2 members be given the chance to review both versions of the proposed changes to Regulation 3-4, from the Paulson/Elcombe/Malone subcommittee and the COB Faculty Advisory Committee, so that it can be examined before the next A2C2 meeting on March 12th, 2008.

For college wide accreditation matters, one set of documents is what is needed by CPPS.  These documents need to cover the changes in each of the programs in the entire college.  


B. Credit Reduction Committee Report-Ann Rethlefsen, Dan Kauffman, Phil Appicelli, Melanie Reap- reduction to 120 semester hours.  
Issues-
Where are programs currently at, hour-wise? 
How many USP courses are double counted in programs also?
VPAA said not to rely on waivers.
Committee is developing forms for the programs to complete, so that this can be analyzed.
Prerequisites are being examined.
A legislative committee is supposed to evaluate university programs after credit reduction occurs.
Federal legislation may be enacted to require reporting of course outcomes and assessment.
Where is the credit reduction coming from, USP or from the department programs?  This has not yet been addressed, but will be at a later meeting.
Financial impact- appears not too much effect due to tuition banding, so effectively dropping from 16 to 15 credit hours per semester should not cause too many budget problems.
IX. New Business:

A. SENATE: Servicemembers Opportunity College (SOC)-  if this is adopted, WSU would be bound by the SOC guidelines.  This is explicitly for military service members.  It was asked that someone more familiar with this program be asked to address A2C2.  It was stated that this probably something that WSU should offer to our servicemembers.  Carol Zielsdorf will be contacted for her input.  
B. SENATE: CTL Bylaws

C. SENATE: Board Policy 3.26: Intellectual Property- This is a current policy, which appears to delineate rights and responsibilities with respect to ownership (shared or otherwise) of intellectual property rights.  This may be coming up for review at this time due to the interest in online courses.  Committee members were asked to review this policy, and pay attention to the Part 7, Subpart B, sharing of proceeds, which details how MnSCU deducts their expenses before the employee shares in royalties, etc.  Members wanted to know what is the impetus for reviewing and commenting on this policy?
D. SENATE: The memorandum from Linda Baer will be forwarded to USP for comment.  Re: Policy 3.21
