VI. University Studies Subcommittee Report, J. Paul Johnson – from April 2, 2008:
Revised and updated committee charge and director position description
One course was submitted, it will be revised and resubmitted next year based on committee feedback.
There was a proposed revision to update the faculty director description, and to provide for an easy change of committee leadership, which occurs after the next academic year.  A2C2 is advised to convene a committee of college representatives to conduct this search.  Motion to adopt this recommendation was unanimously approved.

C. NOTIFICATION: THE WSU EDUCATION DEPARTMENT HAS SPLIT INTO THREE UNITS. DURING 2008 – 2009, A NEW Winona Campus DEPARTMENT WILL BE BRINGING FORTH NEW COURSE PROPOSALS FOR THE FALL OF 2009 THAT REFLECT CHANGES ON THE WINONA CAMPUS. THE NEW DEPARTMENT IS: EDUCATIONAL FOUNDATIONS, RESEARCH, AND TECHNOLOGY UNDERGRADUATE COURSES. THE NEW ACRONYM FOR THIS DEPARTMENT WILL BE: EFRT.

THE NEW WINONA CAMPUS EDUCATION DEPARTMENT WILL CONSIST OF METHODS COURSES ONLY BEGINNING IN FALL 2009. THERE WILL BE NO CHANGES TO THE EDUCATION COURSES AT THIS TIME. ITS ACRONYM WILL REMAIN EDUC. 
D. NOTIFICATION: THE WSU Rochester Campus EDUCATION DEPARTMENT HAS BEGUN A MOVE TO BECOME A DEPARTMENT COMPLETELY SEPARATE FROM THE WINONA CAMPUS EDUCATION DEPARTMENT. DURING THE 2008 – 2009 ACADEMIC YEAR, THIS DEPARTMENT WILL BE WORKING ON NEW AND REVISED PROGRAM AND COURSE REVISIONS. THE NEW ACRONYM FOR THIS DEPARTMENT WILL BE: RED (ROCHESTER EDUCATION DEPARTMENT).  Discussion about effect on accreditation, need for an ITV meeting room when this comes online in Fall 2009.  Rochester students are separate from Winona students, both cannot take classes on the other campus.  There were several comments that this does not appear to be a way to improve the Winona/Rochester working relationship.  Currently Rochester has a very different focus than the Winona program.

VIII. Old Business:

A. Program Credit Hour Reduction- all program work sheets have been completed.  Committee is working on presenting a summary in an accurate and suitable format.  There are about 100 programs, about 20 of these are over 120 credit hours, most of these are due to licensure.  Committee will meet one or two more times this semester.  One item will be to develop wording for the catalog change to note the 120 credit limit, and any exceptions to this rule.  

B. College of Business-discussion of Faculty Senate action related to the handling of college wide curriculum changes and possible changes to Regulation 3-4.  Faculty senate does not want to make changes to the regulation based on input from PP&G.  Instead Faculty Senate has put a process in place in which all A2C2 college representatives will form a short-lived subcommittee, and a 2/3 vote of that subcommittee is required to forward the proposal to CPPS and onward.  See attached memo from WSU IFO Faculty Senate President Bruce Svingen, dated April 9th, 2008.
Questions-  what happens in case an A2C2 representative does not show up to the meeting? Does 2/3 vote mean 2/3 of all college members, or 2/3 of those who show up at the meeting?  It appears that any ‘loose ends’ will have to be dealt with as these types of proposals are submitted.  Should A2C2 first discuss these proposals at a regular A2C2 meeting, so that the A2C2 college representatives are notified that they must deal with this issue?    
Motion/second  Kauffman/Elcombe  to work on wording to clarify what 2/3 means and what is the practical effect if one or more A2C2 committee members do not show up?
