V. Course & Program Proposal Subcommittee Report: Ed Thompson—from September 23, 2009. The CPPS recommends approval/disapproval of the following courses and programs.

a.  GS: 325: Readings in Japanese Literature (3-4 SH)

Subcommittee recommendations accepted unanimously.
2. The Course and Program Proposal Subcommittee (CPPS) recommends, by a vote of 7/0, approval of the following resolution:

     “Whereas articulation agreements follow an administrative process for approval, not a curriculum process as presented in Regulation 3-4, we resolve that the Notification Form contained within Regulation 3-4 should not be used to inform the Registrar’s office when articulation agreements have been approved.”

Discussion:  these are developed by departments, and go to the VPAA for approval.  CPPS cannot make comments on articulation agreements.  CPPS is not averse to being involved in the process because these agreements become a part of the curriculum and affect other WSU departments.

VII. Old Business:

A. TEA Reporting Line: “On the matter of TEA committee reports, Item IV of the A2C2 report.  We looked closely the motion passed by A2C2 and at committee structure in the WSUFA.  It was the opinion of the senate that A2C2 could not require TEA to send its reports to senate.  However being that TEA is a WSUFA committee senate can require TEA to send its reports to senate.  So we overturned A2C2’s motion by a 2/3 vote and subsequently passed a motion to have TEA send its reports to senate and that senate will forward such reports to A2C2.” Bruce Svingen, Faculty Senate

B. USS Action on Student Course Substitution Requests: it is senate’s understanding that there are relatively few requests for USP course substitutions and that timelines for students are critical in this matter, therefore senate passed the following motion – “We ask that the US Subcommittee acting as a committee of the whole review and make recommendations on requests for USP course substitutions.”  Our concern is that students not be harmed.  

VIII. New Business:

A. Andy Ferstl: HLC
m/s Ferstl/Herold- All new courses have a set of measurable student learning outcomes (not class objectives); some of which match up with the Program’s Student Learning Outcomes.  All new programs have Program-Level Student Learning Outcomes (not program objectives).

Discussion-outcomes are much more specific than class objectives.  Will this require a rewrite of Regulation 3-4?  Can all outcomes be measured?  This reduces course content flexibility.
