A.    Lee Gray: Online Learning Committee Report
See handout included with A2C2 packets. Discussion on definitions (online versus blended, etc.) What courses @ WSU as online?  Two in Ed Leadership, several in Nursing (master’s and undergrad), and Business Education, more exist. Online Committee would like feedback from departments ASAP via A2C2. Send A2C2 summaries to Mary Kessler. MnSCU fee of $5 per student if purely online with no face meetings (need at least 2 face meetings to avoid this). This $$ comes from departments operating budgets.  Limit to hours online for majors (% of course hours). What about transferal of online courses (transcripts usually do not distinguish the method of delivery of the course)? Limits to numbers of students allowed in an online course? Also need to evaluate the quality of our face to face classes and processes for that evaluation. Who has the rights to the development of that online course? How do you calculate the faculty workload for online courses? Where is this in the negotiations w/MnSCU & IFO?

Calendar Changes: Linda Baer from MnSCU would like to change calendar in January 2008 – WSU begins Jan 7 w/ 5 faculty development with classes starting on Jan 14. MnSCU wants classes to start Jan 9 w/ 2 faculty development days on the M/T.  Other days tacked on at end of semester. 
Discussion – 

What is the rational? MnSCU wants every campus to be on the same schedule. This needs to go through Meet &Confer and then sent to faculty senate and sent back to A2C2 where it should properly be discussed and then sent back up the chain. 

A2C2 has a standing subcommittee on the calendar.
A2C2 recommends that this issue go to Meet & Confer, Faculty Senate, A2C2, back to Faculty Senate, back to Meet & Confer
