VII. University Studies Subcommittee Report, J. Paul Johnson – from September 27, 2006. The USS recommends approval/disapproval of the following courses.

A. Unity and Diversity: Multicultural Perspectives: GS 215, Modern Japanese Culture (3-4). USS recommends APPROVAL
B. COURSE SUBSTITUTION REQUESTS:
GEOG 233, Geography of the Middle East (3), WSU, for Unity & Diversity: Global Perspectives, Ashley Meyer.  USS recommends APPROVAL, extending to others in S06 section if requested.  No discussion.  A2C2 adopted subcommittee recommendation to approve substitution request, passes unanimously.
C. ADDITIONAL:
1. CLEP Examinations and Policies.  USS recommends that award for CLEP exams in Humanities; Social Science and History; and Natural Science be reduced from five s.h. (non-laboratory) to three (3) s.h. in each instance.  Rationale: Existing award is based on outdated curriculum and credit requirements.  Proposed award better reflects current structure of USP.  Note: Very few students take, and even fewer complete, these exams.  J.Paul Johnson removed this from today’s agenda, item will return later.
2. “Cross-Listed” Courses.  Committee discussed information received from Registrar’s Office regarding cross-listed courses and implications for USP.  USS asks Chair to bring issue/concern to A2C2 for discussion. THE DISCUSSION WILL TAKE PLACE DURING THE USS REPORT.  Last year a course was taught under Biology(no USP designation) and Philosophy (USP-science and social policy) by President Ramaley.  Cross-listing can occur, right now being done in nanoscience (bio, geo, physics) but not very often.  What happens when one of the cross listed course is in USP, other is not?  Discussion centered on the mechanics of offering courses, single teacher vs team-taught, calculation of course load.  Question arose whether a committee should examine the broader issue of interdisciplinary course offerings.
J. Paul Johnson/Juaire m/s to form A2C2 subcommittee to examine/explore same section or cross-listed course issues.  Discussion-only one ‘instructor of record’ per course, who is the final arbiter of grades.  Unique issues to address.
m/s Aldrich/Bergin to call question, motion fails, does not get 2/3 vote.  Discussion continues.  A student can only register for one of the cross-listed courses within the same semester.  It can be a difficult issue to deal with if the course is offered in subsequent semesters. Motion amended to add interdisciplinary courses to the ad-hoc committee. Now reads: form A2C2 subcommittee to examine/explore same section, cross-listed or interdisciplinary course issues
