IX. Old Business: None
X. New Business:

A. Erin Sperling: Forms, credits changes, other from MNSC.  Here to update A2C2 on changes.  Handed out three papers-agenda, list of Policy and Procedure changes, degree cap (60/120).  Copies attached to minutes.
Ms. Sperling stated a common question is when do changes to existing programs need to be submitted to the Academic Program Office(APO).  The answer is that only changes in the title or TOTAL credits for a full program listed on the program inventory, not for changes to majors or minors.

Agenda(blue sheet)-When is a program ‘new’ versus ‘redesigned’?  1.  If a new program is created using 51% or more credits from another program. Or 2. If it changes the ‘outcome’ of a prior program.  If in doubt, please contact the APO.

Forms are submitted to the APO for approval, not for information purposes.  Documentation is checked to make sure it does not violate policy, and to avoid duplication between MnSCU institutions(not usually an issue for WSU).

Program for these purposes means a degree award (128 hr degree for WSU).

Questions have arisen regarding the effect of the degree caps legislation.  One concerns the possible lay off of faculty.  Ms. Sperling stated this is being looked at, but it is not the intent or within the task force purview.  The task force is hoping to be done within a month.  They met three Fridays in December 2007, will meet this Friday.  The task force consists of about 26 members.  Cathy Summa of WSU is a member. 

Baer memo(white sheet)- Ms. Sperling stated that due to the change in degree award hours totals, the implementation of two policies are being delayed about 2 ½ years, until July 1, 2011.  These are the AAS degree award that need articulation agreements(affecting 2 year institutions) and regarding the inclusion of prerequisites in degree awared totals.

Notable changes(gold sheet)- Ms. Sperling handed out a sheet that listed substantive changes to policy and procedures.  This is for information purposes.

Ms. Sperling also provided several very useful URLs where important academic information can be found.

B. Glenn Petersen: Registration pre-requisite checking and A2C2 notification of pre-requisite changes
During Spring 2008 individual departments will be able to sign up for pre-requisite checking.
Be aware that one issue is a problem with checking pre-requisites for students who have transfer credits.  A person has been hired who will be responsible for loading transfer credits into the system.

C. Senate asked for input on posthumous honorary degree awards.  Chair asked for suggestions or formation of a committee.  Kara Lindaman asked for a change in the policy language to add “with a distinctive record of achievement based on recommendation of the department” and to change from student in senior year, or applied for graduation, to a student in second to senior year.  Ruth Charles agreed to work with Professor Lindaman on developing the wording.
