A. Physical Development and Wellness Outcomes.  USS recommends revision of the student learning outcomes for Basic Skills: Physical Development and Wellness as proposed: 
Each of these courses must address at least two of the following outcomes.  These courses must include requirements and learning activities that promote students’ abilities to...

1. demonstrate the skills necessary to participate in lifetime movement based on recreational activities.

2. demonstrate an understanding of the knowledge based required of lifetime movement based recreational activities.

3. identify the factors contributing to health and wellness.

4. report proactive choices that lead to a healthier lifestyle. 

Subcommittee recommendation adopted unanimously.
B. Proposal to Include Introductory World Languages in MnTC Goal 8.  USS recommends that WSU support the Normandale CC proposal to include Introductory World Languages in the Mn Transfer Curriculum and encourage pedagogy that integrates language and culture.  Discussion- subcommittee wanted to encourage pedagogy in these courses that included culture, not just grammar.  Subcommittee recommendation adopted unanimously.
C. COURSE PROPOSALS
1. Basic Skills: Physical Development and Wellness - RTTR 246, Leisure Education (3). USS recommends APPROVAL contingent on revision of outcomes in Physical Development and Wellness.
2. Unity & Diversity: Contemporary Citizenship - RTTR 290, Foundations of Tourism (3). USS recommends APPROVAL. 

3. Unity & Diversity: Contemporary Citizenship - CS 115, Using Personal Computers (3).  USS recommends APPROVAL.  (Note that the title of this course is being changed to Computer Systems and Internet Technology.)
