VII. University Studies Subcommittee Report, J. Paul Johnson – from September 10, 2008. The USS recommends approval/disapproval of the following courses.

1. Course Proposals: 

· Unity & Diversity: Critical Analysis: RTTR 244, Stewardship of Self and Environment: Building a Principled Way of Life (3), James Reidy.  USS recommends approval.  

A2C2 adopted this recommendation unanimously.
2. Revised USP Director position description and search/renewal process.  Approved last year by A2C2 and USS; rejected at Senate meeting of Sept. 8.  Based on Senate feedback, USS proposes the following description of the term and search process, with revisions underlined: 

· Term: The term of appointment is three years.  A term of appointment may be renewed upon the recommendation of A2C2 and Senate.  In the academic year preceding an anticipated vacancy, Senate shall direct Committee on Committees to appoint a committee, preferably with faculty representatives from each of the five colleges, to search for a replacement.

A2C2 unanimously accepted the above proposed language modifications.
3. Arts & Science Core: Expiration and Renewal.  USS will oversee the expiration and renewal process for courses in this category this year.  The process includes a simple renewal request form and electronic copies of updated syllabi reflecting area outcomes.
